Lampiri Beach

The village of Lampiri is a holiday settlement. It is 28 km from Patras and 11 km from Aigio. Its
beach is one of the most beautiful in Achaia with blue, transparent waters.

In ancient times, today's Lampiri was the ancient Erineos, a port of Ripia. The bay of Lampiri,
according to Thucydides, served in 412 BC. for a stronghold of the Peloponnesians fighting
against the Athenians. Its name comes from the Frankish nobleman and crusader Gerardino
de Lambri, owner of the whole area during the 14th century.
